Zaxcom Fader Motion AAF file Converter

The Fader Motion to AFF file converter will take a group of FAD files generated by a Deva24 and convert them to AAF files for use by Media Composer. 
There is no installation needed for these applications. On a PC double click the AAFconverter-1.00.zip file and copy the ZaxFaderToAAF-1.00-PC folder to your desktop (or anywhere else). Create a shortcut to the ZaxFaderToAAF.exe file and place it on your desktop. Note the EXE file has to remain in the folder so it can find the other supporting DLL files. You may have to run the vcredist_x86.exe one time to install the Microsoft re-distributable package.
On a MAC just copy the ZaxFaderToAAF-20190219.dmg file from the zip folder to your desktop.
Run the application and if your anti-virus software complains, choose “More Info” or “Run Anyway”.
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Select the source folder (there should be a folder called FADER in the folder where the accompanying WAV files are located). Select the destination where you want the AAF files to be placed (the files may be placed in the FADER folder if desired).
The fader motion files must have been created with a Deva24 running v3.00 or higher.
There will be a video available describing how to import the AAF files into Media composer and ProTools.
